Arrive in Istanbul and transfer to you hotel. The rest of � e 
day is at leisure. Overnight in Istanbul.

stunning golden mosaics. It was � e largest church in � e 
world for 1000 years. After lunch at a local restaurant, visit 
� e Blue Mosque crowned by six elegant minarets and 
striking orient interiors wi�  blue Iznik � les and intricate 
pa� erns. Stroll � rough � e ancient Hippodrome, � e center 
for spo� s and ente� ainment in � e old Constan� nople as well 
as a very impo� ant poli� cal spot. Visit Basilica Cistern, an 
impressive underground water reservoir from � e 6�  century. 
Overnight in Istanbul.

After breakfast, discover � e beau� ful landscapes and � rilling 
cultural sites of Cappadocia which has unique land surface 
wi�  tuff  coned and lunar landscape. For ages, men have 
dug into � is tuff  to create dwellings, homes, monasteries, 
churches and even underground ci� es. Locals call � em 
fairy chimneys .

The fi rst place in Cappadocia, Göreme Valley, is a home to 
magnifi cent ro� -hewn churches decorated wi�  Byzan� ne 
frescoes. Con� nue to � e Apple Church, � e Serpent Church, 
� e St. Barbara Church, and � e St. Basil Church. After lunch, 
stop at Uçhisar Village to admire some of � e most drama� c 
panoramas of � e astonishing Cappadocia including an 
underground city. Enjoy a dinner at a local restaurant. 
Overnight in Cappadocia.
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Day 7: Cappadocia, PamukkaleDay 7: Cappadocia, Pamukkale
After breakfast and che�  out, depa�  for Konya city, � e 
capital of � e Seljuk Turks, to see � e Caravanserai of 
Sultanhani. After lunch in Konya, con� nue to � e Monastery 
of � e Whirling Dervishes followed by Mevlana Museum to 
see � e shrine of Mevlana Celaleddin Rumi, � e founder of 
� e monas� c order. His poetry is celebrated worldwide for its 
beauty and deep spirituality. His tomb has been 
conve� ed into a museum which houses relics � at belonged 
to him and his disciples. Drive to Pamukkale. Che�  into your 
hotel followed by dinner.

Temple and Fountain of Trajan. After lunch, visit � e House 
of St. Mary. Che�  into your hotel followed by dinner. 
Overnight in Kusadası. 

Day 9: Kusadası, IzmirDay 9: Kusadası, Izmir 
After breakfast, drive to � e Sirince Village known for its 
wine tas� ng and produc� on. Sirince Village was formed by 
people who fl ed Ephesus. They se� led in � e mountains and 
named � e village Cirkince, meaning ugly , to keep � e 
outsiders from coming into � eir village. The name was 
eventually changed to Sirince, meaning pre� y . After 
wineries, con� nues to Izmir, � e � ird-largest city in Turkey. 
Discover its landmarks including spacious Konak Square, � e 
spiritual hea�  of � e city, Kordon and � e house on Konak 
Pier built by Gustave Eiff el and restored as a chic shopping 
center. Farewell dinner. Overnight in Izmir.

� e Roman Theater and � e Church of SS Kostan� no and 
Elena. Transfer to your hotel for dinner and overnight.

In � e 
aftern	 n, explore � e old center of Ohrid, one of � e most 
beau� ful ci� es in Macedonia, and one of � e most fascina� ng 
in � e Balkan Peninsula. It was declared as a world heritage 
by UNESCO. Located on � e eastern shore of Lake Ohrid, it 
is known for its pre� y white houses, winding streets and
a�  treasures. Visit � e Ca� edral of St. Sophia built in 
1037-1056 wi�  interes� ng frescoes of � e 14�  century, � e 
Church of S. Bogorodica Perivlepta of 1259 wi�  Byzan� ne 
forms, � e Roman � eatre, � e Samuil fo� ress, � e Plaosnik 
and � e Church of St. Kaneo (one of � e symbols of Ohrid). 
Return to your hotel for dinner and overnight.

World Heritage Site is a home to numerous, notable 
Byzan� ne and Paleo Chris� an monuments. The tour begins 
wi�  � e Arch of Galerius in � e lower town. Visit Agios
Georgios and Agia Sofi a wi�  preserved precious 
mosaics. The aftern	 n is at leisure. Enjoy dinner at a 
tradi� onal restaurant.

The 44 meter stele wi�  an eternal 
fl ame symbolizes � e na� onal rebi� h of Armenians.
