Visit Basilica Cistern, an
impressive underground water reservoir from the 6" century.
Overnight in Istanbul.

After breakfast and check out from your hotel, visit the
Crand Bazaar, the largest oriental bazaar in the world. Contin-
ue your journey by boat trip along the European and Asiatic
shores of Bosporus.

Day 4: Plovdiv, Rila, Skopje (Macedonia) (450 km)
After breakfast, drive to the magnificent Rila Monastery, the
most important monument of the Orthodox faith in the
Balkans (UNESCO). Its history is directly related to St. Ivan
of Rila, a Bulgarian hermit who settled in the region and

initially situated near the cave where the saint dwelled. After
he passed away in 946, St. Ivan was buried in the cave in
which he found solitude.

Visit the Cathedral of St. Sophia built in
1037-1056 with interesting frescoes of the 14" century, the
Church of S. Bogorodica Perivlepta of 1259 with Byzantine
forms, the Roman theatre, the Samuil fortress, the Plaosnik
and the Church of St. Kaneo (one of the symbols of Ohrid).
Return to your hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 7: Ohrid, Heraklea, Kalambaka (300 km)

After breakfast, drive to the ancient Roman city of Heraklea,
founded by Philip II (4% century BC). The most interesting
remains of the site are: the baths, the colonnade, the
Amphitheatre and the remains of two basilicas.

After breakfast, drive to Mtskheta - the ancient capital of
GCeorgia, located at the confluence of the Aragvi and Mtkvari
Rivers.

Day 11: Yerevan, Echmiadzin, Yerevan

After breakfast, drive to Echmiadzin, the religious center

of the Armenian Apostolic Church. Its grandeur and beauty
astonishes at first sight and leaves a deep impression in the
hearts of people witnessing it. Echmiadzin Cathedral is
designated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. On your
return to Yerevan visit the Matenadaran - Institute of Ancient
Manuscripts, one of the richest baok-depositories in the
world. Its collection of about 17000 manuscripts includes
almost all the areas of ancient and medieval Armenian
culture and sciences as well as manuscripts in Arabic,
Persian, Greek, Syrian, Latin, Ethiopian, Indian, Japanese and
others. Since 1998 Matenadaran was included in the register
of the UNESCO's «Memory of the World» Programme. Visit
to Tsitsernakaberd - the memorial complex dedicated to the
victims of the Great Armenian Genocide conmitted by
Ottoman Turks in 1915. The 44 meter stele with an eternal
flame symbolizes the national rebirth of Armenians.
Overnight at the hotel in Yerevan.

Day 12: Yerevan, Garni, Geghard, Khor Virap,
Yerevan

After breakfast, visit Carni - a Hellenistic temple built in

the 15t century AD which served as a sunmer residence for
Armenian Rings. It is the only pagan temple on the territory
of modern Armenia, others were destroyed after the adoption
of Christianity.

Tour Ceghard - a medieval monastery, being partially carved
out of the adjacent mountain, surrounded by cliffs, listed as
a UNESCO World Heritage Site. After lunch en route visit
another ancient monastery, Khor Virap — one of the holiest
sites in Armenia, where Gregory the Illuminator was impris-
oned in the underground pit before converting King Tiridat
Il to Christianity. This site, near the closest point to Mount
Ararat within Armenian borders, offers a stanning view of the
mountain, the national symbol of Armenia.

Day 13: Yerevan, Sevan, Alaverdi, Tbilisi

After breakfast, drive to Lake Sevan (located at 60 km from
Yerevan) - the largest body of water in Armenia and the Cau-
casus region, and one of the largest freshwater high-
altitude lakes in Eurasia. Its surface reaches an altitude of 1,950
m above sea level. Along with Lake Van and Lake Urmia,
Sevan was one of the three great lakes of the Armenian
Kingdom, referred to as the seas of Armenia, and it is the
only one within today's Republic of Armenia.
